Notes from Dec. 5 telecom

Bob announced that there will be an open meeting to discuss this activity at AGU.  It is scheduled for Wednesday, Dec 17 at 6pm in the Leadership Lounge.  Bob promised to distribute a draft of the white paper before people travel to AGU.

A number of brief updates:

· Jesse provided a table of U/Montana data sets available

· Charles was pursuing data sets for spin-up and future climate

· Ralf has expressed interest in this activity and contributing SCIOPOLIS runs.  Bob thanked him and asked him to stand-by until post-AGU.

· Bob beginning to post record of group’s discussions and documents to LANL Wiki site

There was discussion about downscaling climate data records.  Bill assured Charles that PD schemes can run with monthly mean input.

Significant discussion on how best to prescribe marginal change experiments.  Bob had suggested prescribing a time series of grounding line positions.  Jesse preferred prescribing discharge flux, as a more convenient boundary condition for the whole ice sheet models.  Bob is concerned that because the goal is predicting sea-level contribution, prescribing the discharge flux already determines the sea-level contribution.  There may be other ways to specify this class of experiments, such as thinning rates or velocity change.

David H. reported on progress within the ocean-ice shelf modeling activity.
